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Ecological Significance

The site contais a mix of mature fruit trees and some shrubs. Mixed species hedgert
andtreesare important for a number of birds and mammals as they provide food, she
and nesting sites. They increase the diversity of insect species (including butterflies i
bees which are currently in decline), which are a food source for bird and mammal s
and can also play an important role in the pollination of plants and crops in the
surrounding area. The diversity and population numbers of insects directly impacts t
food chain for other fauna in the area and has a wider impact on the cultivation of cr

Trees provide nesting sites for birds as well as habitats for small mammal species e.
squirrels. These are all vital for the wider food web and species diyavghin the village
ecosystem.Old orchard trees provide an ideal habitat for the Nobel Chafer which is a
protected species.

Within the site there have been sightings of larger fauna species birds of prey (e.g.
buzzards and owls), rabbjtkoxes, phasantand hedgehogs. Rooksd woodpeckers
have also been seen to regularlgst and grazéhere. The site plays an important
contributory role in the wider ecological significance of the village.
