Mixed species hedgerows and shrubs are
also present along the periphery.

These create a wildlife corridor and provide food and shelter for numerous species, st
insects, small mammals and birdsd their associatedhesting sitesThepresence of the
balancing pond provides wildlife corridor forspecies such ammphibians, invertebrates
small mammalsnd insects.They increase the diversity of insect species (including
butterflies and bees which are currently in decline), whichafeod source for bird and
mammal species and can also play an important role in the pollination of plants and ci
in the surrounding area.

The diversity and population numbers of insects directly impacts the food chain for oth
fauna in the area antlas a wider impact on the cultivation of crops. Within the village,
there have been sightings of larger fauna species such as bats, birds of prey (e.g. buz
and owls), rabbits and hedgehogs.

These are all vital for the wider food web and speciesdity within thevillageecosystem.
And as such, the site playsantributory role in the wider ecological signifieze of the
village.
